Beginners:

e A picking pattern doesn’t have to be hard or intricate at first.
Learn the basics. You can then grow and advance.

A song you are wanting to play/sing might encourage you to learn a new picking pattern.

The Basics:

Pick one string at a time. It’s NOT a strum.
(Note: intermediate/advanced might include more than one string at a time and an occasional strum — but not

in beginner mode.)
Thumb (P or T) picks downward; Index Pointer (i) plucks/scoops upward with motion like a pendulum.
Learning a picking pattern

Find the method that works for you to break down a pattern to learn AND start slowly!

You don’t have to have tablature to learn a new picking pattern. If you do see it, here’s what it means:
The lines are the strings (top line is the highest pitched string, A string, string 1, nearest to toes).

The number on tablature indicates which fret to press on which string. “0” means open string, do not
press any fret. “2” on the A string line, means press the 2™ fret of the A string.
